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Getting Started

Log in to DSIP using Login.gov
1. Click the link to access the Defense SBIR/STTR Innovation Portal (DSIP):

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A. You can access the top navigation bar without logging in.

B. The Login/Register button will redirect you to the Login.gov page to login to DSIP or register in DSIP after
acknowledging Privacy Advisory and the USG Warning and Consent.
